
My is Jeffery Osei Boateng, a trained diagnostic radiographer from Ghana. I am extremely passionate about the field of radiography with four years experience and dedicated to providing exceptional patient care. Currently I am registered with the Allied Health Professions Council of Ghana, AHPC [registration number= 93092520] and the Health and Care Profession Council-UK, [registration number=RA096804]. I was awarded Bachelor of Science degree in radiography with first class honorS from the University of Cape Coast, Ghana in July 2020. During my four  years’ experience, I have been exposed to hospitals with adequate radiography departments and teams with demanding work schedules . Thus I have built competencies in general radiography including mobile x-rays, Fluroscopy, Mamnography, Computed Tomography and Magnetic resonance imaging practices. Throughout my experience, I have developed a deep sense of empathy and a thorough understanding of the importance of patient comfort during imaging procedures.
Care is absolutely vital in my practice, I have always ensured the wellbeing and comfort of the patients throughout the imaging process. This includes explaining procedures, addressing any concerns and ensuring their safety during the examination. I participate in all flurocopic examinations such as HSG, RUG,MCUG, Pyelography ,Barium swallow/enema/meal, fistulograms, Distal Colostograms, and genitograms by adequately and carefully positioning patients. I provide all the necessary information to patient before, during and after the examination. For instance asking patients to drink more water after a Barium swallow studies. Also, I am responsible for performing all the radiographic examinations such as, chest x-ray, pelvic x-ray among many others using ceiling mounted, floor mounted and mobile x-ray units at the radiology department, theater and hospital wards. All these are digital X-ray systems such GE, AGFA and Fuji. For instance when a patient comes for a chest x-ray due to persistent cough. I approach the patient with empathy and kindness, taking time to explain the procedure to him in a clear and comforting manner while ensuring that they feel safe and comfortable throughout the process. During the imaging procedure, I carefully position the patient, providing clear instructions to help them hold their breath and maintain the right position. This enables me to always capture high quality images while minimizing patient discomfort and anxiety. Once I have finished with the chest x-ray, I take my time to address any concerns or questions the patient may have , ensuring that they leave with a positive experience. I perform all mammograms for patients that come to the unit either for screening purposes or pathological reasons. I perform both standard views (bilateral craniocaudal(CC) and mediolateral views (MLO) ) which is required during breast screening and supplementary(additional) views such as true lateral view, axillary view, spot view, double spot compression view among many others. I ensure patients are adequately prepared for the mammogram by providing all the important information such as instructing clients not to apply deodorants, creams and antiperspirant sprays around their arms and in their armpits. I also use my knowledge and skills to determine the views required for each patient. With these years in the field of radiography, I have gained clinical experience and competencies in CT scan of the brain, extremities, chest, abdomen, pelvis, CT pulmonary angiogram (CTPA), triple phase CT scans, and pediatric CT scans. Also I have built strong desire and competence in MRI scans of the brain, spines, extremities, abdomen and pelvis.
Furthermore, teamwork is a vital component of my career as a diagnostic radiographer. I have always strived to be a good team player and this is usually achieved by actively collaborating with members of the medical imaging department and other healthcare workers in the hospital. During my time working in busy radiography departments, I have had the opportunity to collaborate closely with a team of radiologists, nurses and other healthcare professionals. For instance, we had a challenging case that required multiple imaging modalities and consultations. With this particular case, a patient came in with complex symptoms and it was necessary that a multidisciplinary approach was required to reach an accurate diagnosis. I worked closely with the radiologists, discussing the best imaging techniques and sequences to capture the needed information. Together we ensured that the patient received the most appropriate and efficient imaging procedures. Additionally, I collaborated with the nurses to ensure the patient was well prepared and comfortable during the whole imaging process. I ensured constant and regular communication with the team to coordinate the scheduling, patient positioning and any necessary interventions to optimize the overall experience. Throughout these collaborations, effective communication, mutual respect and a shared goal of providing the best possible patient care to the patient to ascertain optimal diagnosis.
In addition, I am very committed to Continuous Professional Development and staying updated with the latest advancements in radiography. I also eager to participate in online CPD workshops in radiography to further enhance my knowledge and skills. I recently participated in an online CPD program with the theme “Avenue for Growth” for radiographers. Continuous learning is essential for my field and I am always seeking opportunities to grow both personally and professionally. One of my top priorities is adhering to the Ionizing Radiation (Medical Exposure) regulations 2018 (IRMER) to protect patients from risk of harm when attending to them in the radiography department. Some of the responsibilities include minimizing unintended, excessive or incorrect medical exposures, justifying each exposure to ensure the benefits outweigh the risks and optimizing doses to keep it “As Low As Reasonably Achievable (ALARA)”  for the intended purpose. I always wear the appropriate protective gear such as Lead aprons and gloves to minimize exposure to radiation. One key aspect in radiation protection protocol is by regularly monitoring and maintaining your equipment to ensure it is functioning properly and producing accurate images with minimal radiation.

First and foremost, I adhere to strict hand hygiene protocols such as washing hands thoroughly with soap and water or using hand sanitizers before and after patient contact. Additionally, maintaining a clean and sanitized environment, regularly disinfecting equipment and surfaces and following proper sterilization procedures for reusable instruments. Also I prevent infections by using Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) such as gloves, masks and gowns where necessary. The implementation of these measures in the imaging department I work in has helped to minimize the risk of spreading infections and ensure the safety of both patients and other health workers. Moreover, I ensure the quality assurance measures and protocols are carried out at scheduled times to check that all machines are well calibrated and in their proper state to effectively and efficiently carry out their required purpose. I also report all technical problems with the machines to the department Head and requesting the necessary supplies that will help me to produce quality images. I also have a role of supervising students and junior staff members during their clinical attachment and rotations. In my four years of practicing radiography, I always take responsibility for my actions and join my colleagues to deliver healthcare of the highest standard to patients. This involves adherence to standards of practice set by regulatory bodies, maintenance of accurate and thorough documentation of all procedures and patient interactions, participation in quality assurance programs conducted by the workplace or professional organizations, involvement in regular audits and assessment of my work and engagement in peer review processes where my work is reviewed by colleague radiographers and radiologists.
I believe I am suitable for the role of a diagnostic radiographer because I have a strong foundation of skills, knowledge and experience in radiography. I am motivated to provide exceptional healthcare to patients and ensure their comfort during the imaging procedures.
